Purpose of Hull-Houze, one of the iirst American settlements, was established mn
Hull-Hoose  <..jember, 1889, “I'he original two residents, as they then stated, be-
lieved that the mere foothold of a house easily accessible, amiple in space, hos-
citable and tolerant in spirit, situdted in the midst of the large foreign colo-
nies which so easily isolate themselves in American cities, would be in itself
a serviceable thing for Chieago,
Thete was no legal organization for the first five years, but at the end of
that time Hull-House was incorporated with a board of seven trusiees. The
ohject of Hull-House, as stated in its charter, is as follows:

Lo provide o center for o Mgher ovde and socted fife, to instifide and
matiteln educational and  philautheapic enlerfrises, oid o indyifigale
and improve the conditions in the indusirial districts of Chicago.

Cluartetly meetings are
held at Hull-House dt which the monthly accounts are presented and inter-
ests pf the House discussed.

Besidents  Jents, altheugh the majority have alwavs been college people. The
r:ﬂn‘:;:’ﬂm expenses of the residents are defrayed by themselves under the direc-
tion of a house ecrmmittee on the plan of a co-operative elub. The women
oeeupy quarters in the original Hull-House building, the men are housed in
the Butler Building and in the Boys' Club Building, while the families in
resitlence occupy space i the Hull-House Apartments.

When vacancies oceur applicants for residence who promise to he of
value in the settlement are received for six months, and at the end of that
time are voted upon in residents’ meeting. Residents defray their own ex-
penses of lIodring and board and are pledged to remain for at Jeast two years.
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The force of ffty men and women are engaged in seli-sustaning ocoun-
pations and give their leisure time to the House. Very few saliries are paid
and those only for technical services,

Residents®  The residential foree is divided into twenty committees. These com-

Commlftees mittees are expected to meet at least once a month and to report at
residents’ meetings. At the latter meetings the general activities and policies
of the House are discussed and proposed changes ire voted upeon.

Chve hundred and fifty persons come each week to Hull-TTouse, either as
teachets, visitors, or direcfors of clubs. Many of these non-residents give
much time and valuable service.

ter months, éither as members of organizations or as parts of an
andience. This attendance varies from year to vear only as it is limited by
available space.  The group of buildings on the block hounded by Falsted
Street on the east, Gilpin Place (formerly Ewing Street) on the south and
FPolk Street on the north sre all used to their ntmost capucity. The old hoine-
stead of Mr. Charles J. Hull was the first home of the undertaking, the Batler
Building was erccted in the second year, the Gymnasium, Bowen Hall, and
other buildings hive been gradually added. In each case the new building
hioused activities which bad been organized and tested in smaller quarters for .
months or vears. The residents, however, are convinced that growth, either
in buildings or numbers, counts for little unless the settlement is able to
evoke and to attract to the House valuable resources of moral energy and
social ability from the neighborhood itself, and that the success of the under-
taking is largely in proportion as this is accomplished.

Annual An annual exhibit is held each year the first Friday and Saturday in
Exhibit May, presenting the work of the Studio and of all the technical classes.
During the same two days recitals are given by the Hull-House Music
Schoal, plays by the dramatic associations, exhibitions of the symnastic
work, concerts by the Boys' Club Band. All the friends of Hull-House are

Fublic The college extension courses were established at Hull-House before
Lectures the university extension movement bhegan in Chicago and are not con-
nected with it, althongh university extension courses are constantly given at
Hull-House, and for ten years the Extension Department of the Tniversity
af Chicago furnished a number of the lecturers for the Sunday evening stere-
opticon talks. These were attended by large audiences, chiefly of men. The
lectures at present are more popitlar incharacter and varied by an oceasional

concert.
Aduli Classes for adults coming together first npon a social basis and then
Classes finally organized for the acgusition of some special knowledge have

met at Hull-FHouse for three terms a year during the twenty-six years of its
history., A lesser number of classes are also contimued for a fourth term
every swmmer.  The most popular and continuous courses have been in liter-
ature, languages, history, mathematics, drawing and painting. A helpful
supplement of the college extension eourses was the Summer Scheal, which
was held {or ten yvears in the buildings of Rockford College, at Rockiord, TIL

The sum of three dollars a week paid by each stodent for board covered
the entire expense of the school; the use of the buildings, mcluding gymna-
sium and laboratories, wis-given Tree of rent. A Summer School was held
one year at Chawtauqua, N. Y., where special rates were obtained through
the kindness of the management. During the later vears the college exten-
sion clazses have been modified, for while classes of a purely cultural char-
acter are still carried on, such as Miss Starr's reading classes in Browning
and Dante, and My, Richardson’s literature class, the residents of Hull-House
feel increasingly that the educational efforts of a settflement shoold not be
directed primarily” to reptoduce the college type of culture, but to work out
a method and an ideal adapted to adnlts who spend their time in industrial
pursuils.}@"]:r_-_r hope to promote-a culture which will not set its possessor
aside in'a class with others like himself, but which will, en the contrary,
connect him with all sorts of people by his ability to understand them and
by his power to supplement their present surroundings with the historie
background which legitimately belongs to them.) Courses of lectures, illus-
trated by material from the Labor Museum, have also been nleuelﬂpecl Miss
Clara Landsberg and Miss Ethel Dewey, who are in charge of the educa-
tional work of Hull-House, interview each new student, und each is carefully
placed according to his attainments and later is graded upon reports made
by the teachers. This grading is especially important among the adults who
are studying English., It has been found in the last few yenrs that the de-
mand for instruction in elementary English, grammar and rhetorie constantly
Increases.

Onee a month the members of all the English clasgses are brought to-
gether for an entertainment and dance. On each oecasion a program of
music by the Hull-House Orchestra, a dramatic entertaimmment, or a lecture
with stercopticon is followed by a dance. An important event of the even-
ing is always a grand march, led by members of one of the Social Clubs,
